Matthew’s gospel was written to allow his Jewish readers to see Jesus as the promised Messiah. He
does this primarily by showing how Jesus in his life and ministry fulfilled the OT Scriptures. Although
all the Gospel writers quote the OT, Matthew includes nine proof texts unique to his Gospel to drive
home his basic theme: Jesus is the fulfillment of the OT predictions of the Messiah. Matthew uses the
history of God's people in the OT recapitulated in Jesus’ life as well as emphasizing Jesus' Davidic
lineage.
